GLOBAL AFRICAN YOUTHS SUMMIT ON: “GLOBAL AFRICAN YOUTHS: OUR FUTURE, OUR HOPE”, JOHANNESBURG, SOUTH AFRICA 
INTRODUCTION
The youths constitute the engine room of any nation. But the future of most African youths is becoming endangered. The number of deprived black youths female and male, between the ages of 18 and 35 is increasing from Nairobi to New York, Kingston to Kano, London to Lagos and Johannesburg to Rio de Janeiro. Many of them do not have access to good life as there are limited opportunities in the slums they are born into. The environment is drug and crime prone. There is no doubt that Global African youths have suffered a fundamental disconnect from their historical heritage as a result of slavery, colonialism, neo-colonialism and misgovernance. Admittedly, there are organisations, individuals and enterprising youths who are devoting time, energy and resources to making changes. Are they succeeding? There is need for a Global African approach to the problem through the sharing of experiences, ideas, expertise and best practices through visits and interactive sessions that will provide the basis for ending the cycle of hopelessness and poverty among the youths of Africa and the African Diaspora.

In addition to the above, there is need to reconnect the youths to their past and their mother land Africa to cover the gap that has led to the loss of self-pride, self-esteem, trust and community spirit among our people. Against this background, a summit of global African youths is being proposed to enable them come together in an interactive forum to share experiences and tell their own stories. The summit being convened by CBAAC, AISA and PANAFSTRAG is scheduled for September 8th to 11th, 2009 in Johannesburg, South Africa.
